1. Go to the Library website (Academics – Library) OR to the                        tab in OwlNet.

2. Select Research Resources, then Articles & Databases.
3. Select Psychology under the “By Subject” drop-down box.  (Suggested databases: Academic Search Premier and ProQuest Psychology Journals)
NOTE:  If you are off campus, you will be prompted for your library barcode number. This is not your student ID # -- it is the long number beginning with 215… on the back of your student ID card. 

· Once in a database, limit to Scholarly or Peer-Reviewed articles.  Include the term “research” or “studies” in your search to help you find original research studies. (Please note, however, that even if you limit your search by “research” or “studies,” you still need to look at the elements of the article to make sure it qualifies as an original research article!)
